Individual awards recognise significant achievement and service to the wider industry and commitment and contribution to the ongoing development and enhancement of the industry.  They are not recognition for a single event or activity, or for contribution over a specific period or as part of regular employment.  Individual Award nominations will be retained in confidence by NZRA with winners only being announced.

Ian Galloway Memorial Cup 
The Ian Galloway Memorial Cup recognises excellence and outstanding personal contribution to the wider parks industry.  It celebrates the innovative and pioneering contribution made to the parks management industry by Ian Galloway, particularly during his time in Wellington City in the 1950s and 60s.  Recipients will receive the Ian Galloway Memorial Cup, plus a unique plaque.  This award is donated by the Wellington City Council.
Mark Mitchell Memorial Trophy
The Mark Mitchell Memorial Trophy recognises excellence and outstanding personal contribution to the wider recreation industry. It remembers the outstanding contribution made by Mark Mitchell to the recreation industry.  Recipients will receive the Mark Mitchell Memorial Trophy, plus a unique plaque.
Paul Stuart Memorial Award
The Paul Stuart Memorial Award recognises excellence and outstanding personal contribution to the wider facility management industry.  It was first presented in 1995 and remembers Paul Stuart for his outstanding contribution to the industry.  Recipients will receive the Paul Stuart Memorial Award, plus a unique plaque. 
Judging Criteria 
1. Contribution to the sector within the nominee’s paid employment
2. Contribution to the sector in a voluntary or non paid capacity
3. Contribution to the wider industry outside of the sector (eg: sports volunteer)
4. Length of service to the sector
5. Relevant qualifications, awards and recognition previously gained by nominee
6. Degree of innovation or uniqueness of any contribution made
7. The impact of what the nominee has achieved
8. The output of their opinion and the leadership role they have taken such as research, discussion papers and contributions to industry training
9. Perceived MANA within their sector or industry

· The nomination should be no longer than four single sided A4 pages.  Please use Arial font, no smaller than 10 point.
· The nomination may include a photograph of the nominee. 

· The nomination must include the signature of agreement of the person nominated and full name of the individual or regional committee nominating the individual for the award.
