INDUSTRY AWARDS
THE NZRA OUTSTANDING AWARDS 2011
There are six categories:
· OUTSTANDING PROJECT:  The successful development or major redevelopment of a strategy or facility. Facilities can include pools, parks or recreation facilities. 
· OUTSTANDING PARK:  A park is a natural environment that may or may not have built structures within it.
· OUTSTANDING POOL:  Is a built facility where the principal purpose is aquatic recreation. 
· OUTSTANDING RECREATION FACILITY:  Is a built facility where the principal purpose is land-based, dry recreation.
· OUTSTANDING EVENT:  Is any one-off or annual recreation festival or event.
· OUTSTANDING COMMUNITY RECREATION PROGRAMME:  Is a recreation programme that has operated at least biennially for a minimum of two years. The programme needs to reflect significant community involvement in the planning and delivery and clearly achieve a community development outcome.

The aim of these awards is to recognise excellence, innovation and effectiveness in each of the above categories.  Only one category per nomination will be accepted.  The NZRA judging panel reserves the right to change the category at their discretion.  Please contact NZRA if you have any queries about this.
The Judges and the Judging Criteria
The awards panel is made up of six members including Neil Tonkin (Chair), John Latimer, Robyn Cockburn, Richard Hollier, Lesley Symington, Deb Hurdle as well as the Chief Executive Steve Gibling (ex-officio).  Each member scores every nomination against the set criteria, absenting themselves where there is a possible conflict of interest.  All scores are collated to provide an average.  A minimum threshold score must be achieved for any nomination to be eligible.  This score is 75% of the maximum achievable total. 

The following criteria will be used for judging nominations in each of the above categories, with a weighting of x 1.5 being applied to criteria 1-4 to reflect their greater importance.

1. INNOVATION: That the nominated activity or facility shows innovation and demonstrates efficiency or improvement over antecedents. (NB. x1.5)
2. COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT: The level of community involvement and meaningful engagement within the development or operation of the nominated activity or facility. (NB. x1.5)
3. EXCELLENCE: That the nomination demonstrates overall excellence and industry leadership and provides the capacity for a case study for other agencies or bodies. (NB. x1.5)
4. ACHIEVEMENT: How well does the activity or facility achieve the goals, outputs and results that were projected or anticipated?  Usage, user satisfaction, outcomes and accessibility (in its widest sense) are prime criteria.  (NB. x1.5)
5. EFFICIENCY AND EFFECTIVENESS: That efficiency and effectiveness is quantified through the provision of adequate budget details.

6. SUSTAINABILITY: Is the activity/facility sustainable in the medium or longer term?  Higher scoring is given for a demonstrably sustainable nomination.

Preparing your Nomination

· The nomination should take three to six hours to complete.

· The nomination should be no longer than four single-sided pages, minimum font size 10 point Arial 

· The complete nomination may include up to four pictures and unlimited logos.

Awards Presentations - NZRA Conference 

Award nominees will be offered the opportunity to present their nominations at the NZRA National Conference in Dunedin 16 – 18 November as part of sharing best practice across the industry.  Depending on the number of nominations received this may be limited to finalists in each section, or may take the form of a poster display.
