THE NZRA OUTSTANDING RESEARCH, PLANNING
AND POLICY AWARD 2011
Aim

To recognise outstanding APPLIED work in research, policy development or planning that has relevancy and currency for the recreation industry. The emphasis is on nominations that improve the quality of information and decision making.  This award is NOT intended to recognise statutory documents such as reserve management plans.

Judging Criteria

1. Practical applicability to the general recreation / leisure industry.  It must have a practical application rather than be an academic or statutory exercise
2. Appropriate and robust methodology
3. The practical outputs from the specific nomination
4. Parent agencies commitment in resources to implement outputs
5. The impact of the research/planning in outcomes
6. Degree of innovation or uniqueness in both what was attempted and the outcome
7. The level of value from the work against the cost of carrying it out and implementation
8. Relevant applicability for use by other agencies as a model or case study
9. Recognition of the challenges and “learning” from the exercise
10. Evidence of peer review

Preparing your Nomination

· The nomination should take three to six hours to complete.

· The nomination should be no longer than four single-sided pages, minimum font size 10 point Arial 
· The complete nomination may include up to four pictures and unlimited logos.

Awards Presentations - NZRA Conference 

Award nominees will be offered the opportunity to present their nominations at the NZRA Conference in Dunedin 16 – 18 November 2011 as part of sharing best practice across the industry.  Depending on the number of nominations received this may be limited to finalists in each section, or may take the form of a poster display.
